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1. First paragraph (bold Times New Roman 12 p)
Return of 0.75 cm at the beginning of each paragraph. The paper must be written in Word, Times New Roman, 12 p. You are requested to also send a copy in PDF. 

After the bibliography, you can put an extended abstract in English, a minimum of 20 lines to a maximum of 2 pages.

We recommend the authors to write the article on this model, which has the format requested. The text should be justified left and right. The font size is 12 p with the exception of the title is 16 p in bold and authors 14 p.

The paper is printed A4, spacing 1. 
The margins are: 

· top margin 5.7 cm, 
· bottom margin 6 cm, 

· left and right 4.5 cm. 

The text is therefore contained in a box 12cm ( 18 cm. After each paragraph leave two vertical spaces. Normally, the article does not exceed 14 pages, unless authorized by the editors of the magazine.

After the first paragraph should be left two vertical spaces.
2. Second paragraph
The line of a formula is right-aligned, numbered on the right, and the beginning of the formula shifted to the left as possible, as follows:
